2026 SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
PURPOSE:  The purpose of the Wellington Woods Civic League scholarship program is to provide a scholarship for college-bound high school graduates who are members of our neighborhood community.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY:  High school seniors who are residents of the Wellington Woods Neighborhood and who plan to continue their education immediately upon high school graduation at any postsecondary institution.  Also, the resident family must be in good standing with Civic League dues.

HOW MUCH IS THE SCHOLARSHIP AWARDs:  The amount of funding is based upon monies in the scholarship account, Scholarship award levels are issued based upon the WWCL Board decision per year. In the absence of a qualified applicant or any applicant, these funds will be allocated towards the next years scholarship and/or general fund based upon  WWCL Board decision.  
WHEN ARE SCHOLARSHIPS AWARDED:  Scholarship recipients will be notified by July 15th of the award year. The deadline for application is May 15, 2026.  Selection is made by a committee or BOD appointed by the Wellington Woods Civic League.

HOW DO I APPLY:  All students who are eligible should complete the Scholarship Application, including the required essay and include their high school transcript and mail to WWCL Vice President, 920 Earl of Chatham Lane, Virginia Beach, VA  23454 no later than May 15, 2026.  Completed materials must be submitted on time.
